Poignant Yetzikas Haboros celebration
for the new mikvah being constructed in
Deauville by Mikvah Tahara International

Deauville, France - A festive
atmosphere surrounds the Yidden
living in the small French village of
Deauville, following the historical
Yetzikas Haboros celebration for the
new mikuah being constructed in their
midst.

The village itself is small, yet
it features a prominent Yiddishe

community, with Rabbi Shmuel Levine
at its helm. The closest mikuah is
currently an hour and a half away,
which means community members
are faced with a tedious three-hour
trip if they are to purify themselves in
its waters. This is, understandably, a
very difficult undertaking, especially if
it is to happen with any regularity.
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When the
askonim of
Mikuah Tahara—
under the
leadership of
Rabbi  Aurohom
Shia Waldman -
became aware
of the situation
they sprang into
action and efforts
were soon in
place to establish
a luxurious kosher
mikuah in the village.

The number of users is expected
to increase once the mikuah is
ready for use and people, who until
now chose to skip mikuah due to
the obstacles inuolued, begin using
it on a regular basis. Attendance is
also likely to more than double over
weekends, when many Yiddishe
families typically vacation in the
area.

After considerable effort, it was
time for representatives of Mikuah
Tahara to make their way to France
forthe momentous Yetzikas Haboros
celebration for the new mikuah. The
group was led by the askan Rabbi

Yakou Hamer and
the mashgiach,
Harau Nachman
Horowitz  shlita,
who operates
under the
auspices of the
Rav Hamachshir,
Harauv  Yitzchok
Treiger shlita.

The  Yetzika

took place on

Wednesday Yud

Shevat, with the attendance of

Harauv Kahan shlita, from the Paris

Beis Din, who specifically came to

participate in the historical event. A

few minor repairs were necessary

and after some preparatory

work by the mashgiach and the

representatives, the momentous

moment arrived and the pouring of
the mikuah began.

Lively dancing ensued as the local
Yidden rejoiced enthusiastically,
clearly overjoyed at the prospect
of their very own mikvah. May the
generous donors who made this
possible be zoche to an abundance
of bracha and Siyata Dishmaya in
all areas of their life.

l h The village of Deauville

is located in the Normandy region of France,
which gained historical fame towards the end
of World War II, when American and British
troops gathered in the area to launch a German
invasion—known as the D-Day Operation—
which ultimately led to the war's end.

Situated in the North-Western part of
France, Normandy is famous for its spectacular
coastline and cliffs, which draws scores of
people to the region. Many Yidden own summer
homes in the area and
they visit frequently
for Shabbosos
and other times
throughout the year,
particularly  during
the summer months.

expected to increase substantially due to the
upcoming launch of a new express train from
Paris to Deauville that will drastically cut travel
time. The journey, which currently takes two-
and-a-half hours during off-peak hours and as
long as five hours during peak times, will now
be reduced to a mere 45 minutes. This means
that it will be faster for people with businesses
in Paris to get to the city from Deauville, than
from other areas in Paris amid traffic.

Looking into the future it is evident that
significant growth is expected over the coming
years, with Yidden moving locally to benefit

from the express
train.  Plans are
already  underway
for the establishment
of a cheder next
year, to meet the
expanding needs of
the community.

All of this
strengthened the
need for a local
mikvah in Deauville,
which is anticipated
to raise the standards
of Yiddishkeit in the
entire region.

The Kehilla in Varna

Varna's rich Jewish history inuvolves two
prominent kehillos. The first one dates back
to the times of the Spanish Inquisition, when
large numbers of escaping Yidden established a
community, while the second formed years later
by Russians fleeing communism.

Sadly, communism caught up with the
community eventually, leaving the large Beis
Hamedrash bereft of obseruvant Jews with only
a handful of elders left to protect the last vestige
of their Yiddishe life as it once was.

All of this changed several years ago with
the arrival of Rabbi Yosef Halpern, who moued
locally to revive and provide for the Yiddishe
community. Reb Yossel successfully established
a minyan and Jewish Center in the basement of
the large Beis Hamedrash, and this is where all
of his activism and kiruu efforts take place. He is
in contact with the more than 500 local families,
of whom 30 are currently full-fledged shomer
Torah u'mitzuos.

The Mikuvah Situation

While Rabbi Halpern worked tirelessly to cater
for the spiritual needs of the community and
he arranged kosher food, tefillin, mezuzos etc.,

taharas Yisroel was problematic as getting to the
closest mikuvah inuvolved a grueling more-than-
12-hour trip across the border of Romanial

There were indeed approximately ten
righteous Yidden who displayed tremendous
mesiras nefesh by undertaking the trip on a
regular basis, but there were, unfortunately,
even larger numbers who couldn't face the trip
and altogether skipped mikuah.

Rabbi Halpern reached out to Mikuah Tahara
to explain the dire situation and relay his kehilla's
request for a local mikuah, which will allow them
to purify themselves without the lengthy trip.
The Vaad jumped into the project immediately
and they began raising the necessary funds to
construct an exquisite kosher mikuah. It wasn't
long before buildingworks began and preparation
for the Yetzikas Haboros was underway.

The Yetzikos Haboros Event

The joyous Yetzikos Haboros event was
celebrated on Vau Tamuz of last year. Emotions ran
high, as local residents looked on in amazement,
as their mikvah began to take shape and become
a reality.

Several Mikuah Tahara representatives flew in
for the event, most notably the mashgiach, Harav



Yehuda Leib Mintzberg shlita,
who overlooked the entire
process to ensure it was done
in accordance with the highest
stringencies as outlined by the
Rav Hamachshir.

The mikuah was constructed
close to a busy thoroughfare
at the center of several
busy streets, which made it
impossible for the cement
truck to gain access to pour
the mikvah. In order to stay
on schedule the askonim felt
compelled to moue forward as
planned and they poured the
mikuah themselves, with their
own bare hands!

It was a long tedious task
that found the mashgiach and
askonim working feverishly for
12 uninterrupted hours! They
were required to mix the cement
and pour it in on their own,
which is no easy task, but when
it relates to something
so foundational as
the kedushah of Kilal
Yisroel, they went all
in and with an act of
tremendous mesiras
nefesh, performed the
necessary work so
the mikvah could be

completed.

While construction
was  still  underway
there was increasing
pressure for an interim
mikuah solution.
Fortunately, Mikuah

Tahara was able to

successfully arrange for the
mikuah to be used provisionally,
until its final completion. It is
interesting to note that the
provisional mikvah drew more
people than anticipated and
numbers are expected to soar
once the service is publicized
and the permanent mikuah is in
use.

Opening Ceremony

With tremendous gratitude
to the Ribono Shel Olam and
our many generous SPONSOrs,
Mikuah Tahara celebrated the
inauguration of the new mikuah
on Tuesday Tes Sheuat of this
year.

When the visiting
representatives of  Mikuah
Tahara entered the Varna shul
they were astounded by the
sheer number of people in
attendance. The organizers
